Prayer Community: This will be a new ministry. We are looking for people to pray together for the parish
each day, using the Divine Office. It will be the matrix of all our ministries and would be a great source of
hope and consolation. The Divine Office can be used as a book or can be downloaded as an app. It is used
each morning, evening and night and it is a prayer for the entire church but particularly for our own
parish.
